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Local Spokes Youth Ambassadors Program

The Local Spokes Youth Ambassadors is a seven-week summer program for high school students who live in the Lower East Side – Chinatown neighborhood.  Youth Ambassadors will learn about community issues and help facilitate a conversation about biking in their neighborhood.  By the end of the summer, participants will know how to actively work for improvement in their community.
Program Details:  Participants will be meeting for workshops on Tuesdays and Thursday from 1-4pm and bike rides on Saturdays from 10am to 3pm.  We provide free supplies, bikes, helmets, lunch during the program.  Participants will receive a paid stipend.  Eligible students are entering 10th, 11th, or 12th grades during the 2011-2012 school year.  They must know how to ride a bike, but we do not require extensive experience.  Students will be learning real world skills and lessons.  Here are the session dates:
